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2012 MBC Hall of Fame Breeders:     Jim & Kathy Wright ~ Kajai Borzoi 

We have bred, raised, owner-handled, and loved this most wonderful of breeds under the name of Kajai for more than 30 
years. In addition, we have shared equally in the fun, excitement, responsibility and pain that comes with giving your heart 
completely to these truly amazing dogs. 

Our adventure in the world of Borzoi began purely by accident in 1979, with a call from a dear friend telling us about a dog 
who had been dropped off at the barn where she kept her horse, and if we did not take him, it would mean his demise. We 
were sure she was wrong; however after seeing Ivan, there was no turning back. Our first Borzoi, Ivan, was a rescue who 
we eventually learned had seen 6 homes by the time he was 1 year and 3 days old.  

Although Ivan was a true rescue, he did come with a collar and lead, as well as registration papers, that had never been 
filled out. Ivan became (Ch.) Prince Ivan of Kajai (Kathryn/James/Ivan – how very inventive!). Poor, beautiful Ivan was a 
perfect gentleman as long as he was not left alone -- but the insecurities caused his being passed from home to home 
surfaced and were almost insurmountable. This history became clear after he had eaten all of the woodwork in our home, 
demolished a kitchen door with chain lock, and escaped into the snowy January weather of Western Pennsylvania. 
Luckily, Ivan was recovered 3 weeks later with the help of an undercover State Policeman, a canine attorney, 2 
acquaintances who happened to have the resources of Bell Telephone at their disposal, and a very frightened anonymous 
caller. This is a long story that had a happy ending but taught us very early that as breeders, if we wanted to sleep at night 
-- we had to keep track of our placed puppies for life. In addition, if our dog was used at stud we felt a responsibility to the 
resulting pups and where they were placed. Call us crazy – but we just could not chance any of our guys “falling through 
the cracks” like Ivan; hence the very limited breeding program at Kajai. 

We did fall in love with the breed of Borzoi, and we enjoyed the next 5 years with several Borzoi as companions who 
participated in conformation and lure coursing. We also ended up changing our lives for Borzoi by moving to a small farm 
with big exercise areas, big vehicles, big crates, big dog food and vet bills - big everything! 

After competing with several of our Borzoi in both conformation and lure coursing, our Kajai foundation breeding took 
place in 1984. Millie, our white and red sable Ch. Rimski’s Ludmilla of Kajai, F.Ch. (who we convinced Penny and Jon 
Summers of Rimski Borzoi in Pennsylvania to part with when she was just 6 months old), was bred to Ch. Arnolf’s Hot ‘N 
Heavy (Oscar) owned by Nora Haines of Fairyfort Borzoi of Charlottesville, VA. Oscar was chosen as the sire of our 
foundation litter because of his pedigree, his wonderful type, and his outstanding temperament. We had become 
enamored of this combination based upon his son and daughter that we owned, Ch. Starbuck’s Renegade Dane FCh, and 
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Ch. Starbuck’s Renegade Roxy. Both of these lovely Borzoi were bred by Jean McGarrah, and were out of Fairyfort’s 
Chocolate, FCh.  

Eureka! Our first litter of 11 puppies were born. Two members, you might remember, were the white and gold group-
winning brother and sister duo of, Am & Can Ch. Kajai’s Caribe and Am Ch. Kajai’s Camanoe. One of the highlights 
occurred when Caribe took Winner’s Dog, and Camanoe took Winner’s Bitch and BOW at the prestigious Ontario 
Sighthound Association Specialty under breeder/judge Rene' Matheeuwsen of Troybhiko fame. The following year Caribe 
was BOB, and went on to Best In Show at the OSA under Goran Bodegard of Sweden. Caribe also had a Westminster 
BOB to his name, awarded by John Reeve-Newson (Kishniga). 

As the years went by, we bred every couple of years, for ourselves (8 litters plus 3 co-bred litters). All pedigrees went 
back to our original breeding, as we tried to consistently move forward with line-breeding, bringing in an outcross every 
once in a while, and almost always incorporating dogs from the litters that our dogs sired. Our best known studs were 
used outside of Kajai only 5 times. These dogs were Am & Can Ch. Kajai’s Caribe (Kajai bred); Swedish Import, Am Ch 
Jelistaz Gallant Heart of Kajai ROM-C (Captain) – a Caribe grandson (bred by Susanna Holmberg and Stefan Soderberg 
of Jelistaz Borzoi), and BCOA National Specialty BOB Am Ch. Warwind Journey Into Night (Journey) – a Captain son 
(bred by Barbara and Frederick Lord, DVM of Warwind Farm). 

During the 20 years Kajai was involved with breeding, the 2 biggest influences on our style of Borzoi were the 
Holmberg/Soderberg family of Jelistaz Borzoi in Sweden, and the Lord’s English and Dutch imports at Warwind Farm in 
Wisconsin.  

In the late 80’s, we had a request for Caribe’s frozen semen from Jelistaz Borzoi in Sweden. We worked together, and 3 
bitches were bred resulting in 3 small litters and a total of 6 puppies. As it turned out, one of the puppies grew up to be 
one of my favorite bitches, Swedish Ch. Jelistaz Crystal Charazeewa (Prillan). When she was bred to Birk (Timirinjas’s 
Birkovitch, Int Ch, JP Ch, Nord. Ch Nord V-95), one very special red and white sable male came to Kajai at 12 months of 
age, Swedish Import Am Ch. Jelistaz Gallant Heart of Kajai, ROM-C, lovingly known at Captain. 

Unbeknownst to us, in 1984 the Lord family of Warwind Farm was breeding their first litter. Initially, our relationship started 
when I was asked to show their fantastic puppy bitch imported from the Netherlands – (Ch.) Orlitsa v. Triumfus Dyonisos 
– at her first show at the 1990 National Specialty in Detroit. We had success, but more importantly for Kajai, we began to 
appreciate the Borzoi as a hound at a time when we might have taken the “generic Borzoi” path. Orlitsa was probably 
what I consider to be as close to the standard as any Borzoi I’ve seen. Warwind bred her to our Swedish Captain and 
hence the J litter, of which our National Specialty BOB Winner, Am Ch. Warwind Journey Into Night is a member. We also 
thank Warwind for allowing their English import, BISS Ch. Olias Chandon, CGC to be leased and bred to Captain to 
produce our Kajai Rose Litter. 

Jim and I are extremely honored to receive the 2012 MBC Hall of Fame Breeder Award, and touched with the inscription 
on the plaque that reads “for dedication to the highest standards in the breeding of Borzoi”. No matter where our life takes 
us, Borzoi will always have a special place in our hearts.

Catalog Sales Board Policy Revision:  to amend the Board Policy on event catalogs to allow individual clubs to combine 
multiple events into a single catalog even if there are different secretaries/superintendents and to allow multiple clubs  
to combine multiple events into a single catalog if they utilize a single secretary/superintendent for managing entries. 
Event catalogs will not be made available for sale until one hour prior to the first AKC event in the catalog for which the 
catalog is the official catalog of record.  
 
Electronic Signatures Policy:  Approved to expand the Board’s 2003 Electronic Signature Policy to permit the processing 
of all registration applications electronically.  
 
 
Update from the America Kennel Club about the USDA/APHIS Regulations Information.   

 
Effective November 18, 2013.  Representatives of APHIS have stated they understand that breeders who sell pets sight 
unseen may need time to come into compliance with regulations. This is a federal rule that applies to all US breeders and 
pet sellers. It does not replace or eliminate any state, county or local laws or regulations.   Here is some information on 
the new regulations:  
  
If you have more than 4 “breeding females” and you sell pets sight unseen, you may be subject to USDA licensing and 
regulations. Please also note that “breeding females” includes several species of pets—not just dogs.  
  
There are certain exemptions. You DO NOT have to be USDA licensed if ANY ONE of these exemptions applies:  
1.  If you maintain 4 or fewer “breeding females” on your premises, regardless of how you sell their offspring, you do not 
have to be USDA licensed.  
2.  If you always sell pets to new owners in face-to-face transactions, you do not have to be USDA licensed, no matter 
how many breeding females you have. “Face-to-face” means the buyer physically sees the animal prior to taking custody. 
Photos, videos or Skype do not count as face-to-face.  
3.  If you breed and sell puppies for purposes other than as pets (for example, as breeding stock, hunting dogs, service 
dogs, or for the preservation of bloodlines), you do not have to be USDA licensed. This may be an option if you are 
heavily involved in breed-based activities or working to preserve a rare breed and are not marketing your dogs as pets.   
However, this exemption may not apply if puppies/dogs are sold for these purposes AND as pets.
